• Complete the entry form with all the information required and submit by June 1, 2008.  Remember to enter your Polled and Hereford cattle on  

 separate forms, as marked. 
• This show is open to Texas cattle ONLY. 
• Remember to enter your animal 2X and submit the additional entry fee if you will be showing in both the bred/owned and owned show (if qualified 

 by rules) and/or the calf (bull or heifer) on the side of  the cow/calf pair if showing in individual show. 
• Review all rules and regulations carefully.  These rules and regulations are in accordance with the National Junior Hereford Association of 2008 
• All leadership contests are open to both TJHA & TJPHA members.  We encourage all junior members and exhibitors to participate in these contests. 
• Exhibitors numbers will be assigned at check-in and paper check.  Exhibitor numbers will be used for the show and showmanship. 
• All members must clean up stalls and barn before leaving the barns on Sunday.  Ask how you can help. 
• REMEMBER TO BRING AN ITEM FOR THE SILENT AUCTION VALUED AT LEAST $30 .  ALL EXHIBITOR FAMILIES WILL NEED TO 

 PROVIDE ONE SILENT AUCTION ITEM PER FAMILY TO BE SUBMITTED AT THE HOSPITALITY  TABLE ON THURSDAY

Show Rules and Regulations 
 
Junior Exhibitors must be seven years old and not yet 22 years old 
by January 1, 2008, a member of the NJHA and a junior member 
of the AHA, TJHA, or TJPHA. Junior Members exhibiting a Polled 
Hereford must be a current member of the TJPHA. Membership 
fee for the TJPHA is $5.  TJHA dues are $10 for members eligible 
to show.  All animals must be registered in the American Hereford 
Association (AHA). 
Each entry must be owned by the junior exhibitor(s) and in his/her 
recorded ownership by June 1, 2008.  Animals may be jointly 
owned by siblings, provided both are members of NJHA.  No 
animal is eligible to compete if recorded in joint ownership (other 
than the sibling rule and bred-and-owned bull rule ), or ownership 
of farm name or family name.  No pending registrations. 
Polled & Scurred animals are eligible to show in the Polled show.  
Horned and de-horned animals are eligible to show in the Horned 
show. 
 
Entry fees are $25.00 per head.  Make checks payable to the 
TJHA or TJPHA.

Entry deadline is JUNE 01, 2008.  Late fees of $10.00 per 
animal entry will be assessed if entries are received 
(postmarked) after June 01, 2008.  Substitutions will be 
charged a late fee of $10.00 also.  Entry fees are non 
refundable.   
 
T-shirts are free to each paid exhibitor.  Please designate size 
on Dinner/T-Shirt sheet.  Each non-paid participant who 
wishes to have a t-shirt must pay $10.00.  These extra shirts 
must have checks made payable to: Cross Threaded 
Embroidery. 
 
Animals must be in place by 10:00am on Friday, June 20th, 
2008. 
Original registration certificate must be presented at check-in. All 
animals will have tattoos checked.  Tattoos that are missing, 
illegible, altered, incorrect and/or in any other way disagree  
with the official AHA records, will be justifiable cause for 
disqualification of entry. 
This show is open to Texas Cattle only.   
 
Exhibitors will be given exhibitor numbers to wear on their 
show harness.  Exhibitors must wear their State Show t-shirt 
in the Showmanship ring on Friday. 
 
Exhibitor must follow AHA show rules as stated in the official 
“Rules, Regulations and Bylaws” of AHA. 
If all requirements are not met, the TJHA and the TJPHA 
Board and Directors and Advisors reserve the right to 
disqualify any entry.  All exhibitors making entries in the show 
shall agree to abide by all the rules and regulations as 
outlined and will not hold the TJPHA or TJHA responsible for 
accident, loss or injury to any person, animal or article. 
 
Heifer Rules 
 
Heifer classes will include: 
 
Junior Calf -  Calved on or after 1/01/08 
Winter Calf – Calved 11/01/07 to 12/31/07 
Senior Calf – Calved 9/01/07 to 10/31/07 
Late Summer Yearling – Calved 7/01/07 to 8/31/07 
Early Summer Yearling – Calved 5/01/07 to 6/30/07 
Spring Yearling – Calved 3/01/07 to 4/30/07 
Junior Yearling – Calved 1/01/07 to 2/28/07 
Senior Yearling – Calved 9/01/06 to 12/31/06 
 

If the number of entries warrant, classes will be divided 
after review of the show committee.  Heifers will be 
shown by division.  A division of one breed will be 
followed by a division of the other breed. 

 

COW-CALF RULES 
 

Cows prior to Aug. 31, 2006.   No maximum age for cows.  Calf 
must be her natural calf, no more than nine months of age as of 
the day of the show (Saturday, June 21, 2008).  There will be a 
Bred-and-Owned Cow/Calf division. 
Polled and Horned pairs will be combined in one cow-calf show. 
Standard Cow/Calf Division – The exhibitor must be the breeder 
of the calf and must have been the recorded owner of the cow 
prior to the cow being bred. 
Bull and heifer calves on cow-calf pairs are eligible to show in 
individual classes.  They must be entered individually and pay 
the additional entry fee.  The bred-owned bull show ownership 
rules apply to bull calves in the cow-calf show.  
 

BRED-OWNED Show Rules 
 

To be eligible for the bred-owned shows, the exhibitor must 
have owned the entry’s dam at the time of conception and must 
be listed as the breeder on the official registration certificate. 
Bred-Owned heifers calved after September 1, 2006  are eligible 
and may show in the owned show. 
Horned and polled bred-owned heifers will show together. 
Bred-Owned bulls calved September 1, 2006 and after are 
eligible. Horned and polled bulls will show in combined show. 
Bred-Owned bulls must have been bred by the junior member, 
but may be jointly owned with an adult/farm provided that the 
junior is the sole breeder and is officially recorded as a current 
owner of that bull. 
 

STEER RULES 
 

Entries are open to Hereford steers sired by a registered 
Hereford/Polled bull and whose dam is registered with the AHA 
or is a purebred commercial Hereford.  Steers will be classified.  
Steers will be subject to sifting and disqualification.  
Classes will be divided by weight after check-in. 
Steers may be released at the conclusion of the Steer show. 
 

SPECIAL CLASSES 
 

Junior A-I Program - A class of females and a class of bulls 
resulting from the AHA Junior A-I program will be held in 
conjunction with the show.   
 
      SHOW BARN 
 
Please be aware that due to the large number of cattle in the 
show, stall space is for the number of cattle in attendance.  
Please utilize the alleyways for your chutes, therefore providing 
the participants with more space for their cattle.

Contest Rules 
 
 
PHOTOGRAPHY CONTEST: 
Contestants must be no older than 21 years of age as of January 1, 2008.  Photographs must include Herefords or an activity 
related to Herefords.  Contestants must develop or have their photographs developed.  Photographs may be color or black and 
white, but must be 5x7 or 8x10 in size.  Matting photos is recommended.  Photos should be clearly labeled with the contestant's 
name, address and age indicated on the back.  A maximum of two photographs may be entered per contestant.  Photographs will 
be judged and displayed during the Show.  Photos must be submitted no later than 8:30 AM on Friday at the designated Jr. 
Sign-up/Hospitality table.  The contest will be judged for first, second & third place.   Divisions: PeeWee (up to 9 yrs of age 
as of Jan 1); Junior (10 – 13); Intermediate (14 - 17);  Senior age from (18-21). 
 
 
TEAM MARKETING:   
Contestants will compete in the junior (7-14 years old as of Jan. 1) and senior (15-21 years old as of Jan.1) divisions. In the 
preliminary competition at the state level, contestants will compete as teams by presenting their animal in front of three judges 
using the topics listed below. The objective of the contest on the National Level is to prepare presentations from 3-6 minutes long.  
Each individual on the team will be expected to speak during the time period.  Each team will attempt to convince the members of 
the judges' panel that they should purchase the team's animal.  Three topics should be discussed:  (a) pedigree information on the 
animal, (b) performance information on the animal, (c) visual characteristics of the animal.  Teams will be discounted for using 
notes other than the animal’s certificate.  Teams will consist of one senior and one junior member.  Team members will be chosen 
by a drawing after signups are completed.  Team Marketing contestants must sign-up no later than 8:30 AM on Friday at the 
designated Jr. Sign-up/Hospitality table. Texas will be allowed 1 junior team and 1 senior team to compete in 
Kansas City, MO. 
 
 
PROMOTIONAL POSTER:  
The objective for the poster contest will be to promote the Hereford breed.  Posters should promote or describe any Hereford 
activity or program.  Creativity, originality, personal design and personal handwork will be considered in judging.  Poster dimensions 
must be at least 14" x 22" and no larger than 22" x 28".  It is suggested that posters be laminated or covered with clear contact 
paper.  Only one poster may be entered per contestant.  Contestant name, address, and age on the back of the poster.  Posters 
must be submitted no later than 8:30 AM Friday at the designated Jr. Sign-up/Hospitality table.   Posters will be judged 
and displayed during the Show. The contest will be judged for first, second & third place.  Divisions:  PeeWee (up to 9 yrs of age 
as of Jan 1); Junior ( 10 – 14 ); Senior ( 15 –21) 
 
 
 PUBLIC SPEAKING CONTEST:  
Contestants may choose any subject pertaining to Hereford cattle.  Current policies, affairs and trends in the industry are good 
topics.  
The length of the speech will be a minimum of 6 minutes and a maximum of 8 minutes.  Contestants will be allowed up to 5 
minutes in which the judging committee will ask questions related to the speech.  First place winners will be considered to compete 
in the national contest. Age divisions: seniors (15-21 years old as of Jan. 1) juniors (10-14 years old as of Jan. 1).  Note: Please 
come to the Boone & Crockett room at YO Ranch  hotel for the contest on arrival day from 4-6 PM.  There is a division for 
PeeWee, ( 9 and younger) and are encouraged to participate.  The Peewee ‘s may use any topic related to Hereford cattle.   
(PeeWee’ s are not eligible to compete on a National Level ). 
Public speaking participants must come to the YO Ranch hotel to compete in this contest at 4-6 PM, Thursday, June 
19th.   
 
ILLUSTRATED SPEECH CONTEST: 
Contestant may choose any topic related to the beef industry.  The length of the speech for the Senior Division is 6-8 minutes, 
Junior and Intermediate Divisions are 3-5 minutes. The speech must be presented orally and a minimum of one illustration or visual 
aid must be prepared and used. Any equipment needed (slide projector, LCD, etc.) must be provided by contestant. An additional  
3-4 minutes will be allowed following the presentation to answer questions asked by the judges.  First place winners in each of 
these Divisions will be eligible to compete at the National level.  PeeWee Speech: 2-4 minutes with at least 1 visual aid. PeeWee 
Speech at the National level is strictly a participation activity.  Sponsored by the Texas Poll-ettes.  Illustrated speech participants 
must come to the YO Ranch hotel to compete in this contest at 4-6 PM, Thursday, June 21st.   
 
HEREFORD BOWL:  
Preliminary round will consist of a written test.  Preliminary competition and Quiz Bowl Round will follow suit to the rules for the 
National competition.  Senior Division ( 15 – 21 ), Junior Division ( 7 – 14 ) **Any junior member ( 7-14 ) may play a role on the 
senior team, but no senior can be on the junior team. Texas will be allowed 1 junior and 1 senior team to represent Texas at the 
National Jr. Hereford Expo in Kansas City, MO.  Contestants must sign-up no later 8:30 AM on Friday at the designated Jr. 
Sign-up/Hospitality Table. 
 
 



SHOWMANSHIP: 
Contestants will compete in four divisions:  Peewee (7-9 years of age as of Jan.1) Junior (10-13 years of age as of Jan 1.), 
Intermediate (14-17 years of age as of Jan. 1)  and Senior ( 18-21 years of age as of Jan 1).  Contestants do not have to show their 
own animal (except in the Peewee division where Peewees must show their own animals or ones owned by immediate family 
members), but the animal exhibited in the showmanship contest has to be entered in the show. Bulls cannot be shown in 
showmanship.    ANIMALS ARE NOT TO BE FITTED FOR SHOWMANSHIP.  SHOWMANSHIP WILL BEGIN AT 10:00 AM ON 
Friday.  Contestants must sign-up no later than 8:30 AM on Friday at the designated Jr. Sign-up/Hospitality table.  
Exhibitors must wear their 2008 State Show T-shirts to compete in Showmanship. 
 
SHADOW SHOWMANSHIP: 
This event is designed to encourage Peewee and young exhibitors to ask an older exhibitor to assist them in the show ring to gain  
one-on-one experience in the actual show ring environment.  Participants need not enter a heifer or steer to participate.  Each 
participant needs to ask an exhibitor to borrow an animal.  If the participant does not know an exhibitor, ask an advisor for 
assistance.  Contestants must sign-up no later than 8:30 AM on Friday at the designated Jr. Sign-up/Hospitality table. 
 
TEAM FITTING CONTEST: 
Individual junior exhibitors will participate in a drawing in order to select members for the teams. Each team will consist of three 
members; one (1) PeeWee (7-9 years old as of Jan. 1), Junior (10-14 years old as of Jan. 1) and Senior (15-21 years old as of Jan. 
1).  A peewee may substitute for a junior or senior, or a junior may substitute for a senior.  Seniors may not substitute for another 
age division. The teams will be chosen by drawing after signups are completed. No clipping allowed. Contestants must sign-up no 
later than 8:30 AM on Friday at the designated Jr. Sign-up/Hospitality table. Texas will be allowed 1 team at Jr. 
Nationals in Kansas City, MO.  
 
 
PITCHFORK AWARD: 
The award is presented to the junior exhibitor that displays a combination of cleanliness, uniformity in stalling (exhibitor cards, 
panels, etc.). 
 
 
JUNIOR HERDSMAN AWARD: 
A nominating committee will observe exhibitors throughout the Texas Jr. State Show and nominate six individuals.  Final selection 
will be made by exhibitors in a ballot vote at the conclusion of the show on Saturday. The top three individuals will be recognized, 
with the Outstanding Junior Herdsman going to the junior receiving the majority of votes.  In selection, emphasis is placed on the 
exhibitor’s sportsmanship, presentation of show entries, work habits, honesty and knowledge about the Hereford industry. 
 
 
PREMIER JR. BREEDER: 
Award points are computed from winnings in breeding animal classes; points are given only for individual classes; no points for 
champions or groups.  In case of ties, sixth place will be counted on a 1-point basis.  One award will be given – no separate award 
for horned and polled shows.   Points computed in accordance with NJHA standards. 
 
 
 
PREMIER JR. EXHIBITOR: 
Award points are computed from winnings in breeding animal classes.  Only placings from a maximum of three animals will be 
allowed for each exhibitor.  If an animal is exhibited in both the Owned and Bred-Owned shows, the highest placing will be counted 
towards the award.  In case of ties, tabulations will proceed to division champions/reserves, giving 2 points for a champion and 1 
point for a reserve. If no winner is determined at this point, additional animals’ points will be counted until a clear winner is 
determined.  Points computed in accordance with NJHA standards.
